Miss Barbara S. Burks, 40 years
old, of Walters Lane, Cold Spring
Harbor, L. 1., a former teacher and
research worker at the laboratory
of the department of genetics, Car-
negie Institute of Washington, in
Cold Spring Harpor, was killed at
7 P. M. yesterday when she fell or
jumped from the George Washing-
ton Bridge to the south roadway
of Riverside Drive, 200 feet below.

Miss Burks was found by pass-
ersby who notified the police and
her body was taken to the morgue,
where it was later identified by
Miss Marie Nyswander of 424 East
Fifty-second Street, a student ac-
quaintance. No notes to indicate
fhat the case was suicidal were
found. A sister, Mrs. Frances
Burks Newman, of Washington,
survives. '
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
